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We are asmall but dynamic not for profit, community focused organisation and have greatpleasirein
providing you with some background informaton on our history and achievemerts.

The TLC is a non-political orgarisation working to protect TagmariaOsnost importart natural places
on private land. We acheve thes conservation goals through outright land purchases by tradng land
through our revolving fund and by working with existing private landowners

As of June 2008 we have seven pemarert reserves covering 1852 ha, that are maraged by our staff
and volunteers These reervesare hometo 32 threatened speciesand 26 vegetation communities

Our resrvesare:

* The Egg Islands TLC Reserve, home to the globally endangered Australagan bittern These
two islands in the eduary of the Huon River are a mosaic of endangeredfored, wetand and
saline grassland communities

¢ Brown Mountain Reserve, close to the northern boundary of Mount Field National Park in the
Derwent Valley. Transferred from the Brown Mountain Association to the TLC, this 86 ha
reserve rises to 745m and encompasses Ironstone Creek, Wedge-tailed eagles are known to
have nested on the reserve in the past and it is hoped that the Eucalyptus obliqgua and
Eucalyptus regnans forests of Brown Mountain will again host this magnificent and
endangered species.

* Flat Rock Resrve, Bagdad, southern midlands. This 455ha reserve connect the existing
historic Chauncy Vale Wildlife Reserve and former home of celetrated Australian childrenOs
auhor Nan Chauncy to the Alpha Pinnacle Conservation Area. This protects a number of
threaened speciesand significartly extends the wildlife corridor of the area

» The northeas perinsula of Recherche Bay. A jewel in the crown of TasnariaOscultural
heritage. Situated two hours drive south of Hobart, homeland to the indigerous Lyluequonny
people and site of the Frerch landings for the voyagesof discovery of Admiral d@&ntrecageax
in 1792/3.

e Moulting LagoonOslLong Pant. Located near Swarsea on the eas coad, the lagoon and
surrounding areais a wetland of intermational significarce, visited by 14 speciesof migratory
shore birds.

e Lutregala Marsh. Located on south Bruny Island and shelteredin the head of SimpsonOsBay
isthis outstanding exampe of acoadal salt marg and saline grassland.

* Silver Peppemint Reserve. The property was very generausly donated to the TLC by the
former owner and is situated nea Mount Field National Park This 43 ha property comprises
of beauiful dry inland Silver peppemint (Fucalyptus tenuiramis) fored. This fored type has
beenextersively clearedacrass Tagnariaand therefore it is avery important assetto TLC and
the Australiancommunity.

We have now also protecied a further 11 properties through our revolving fund of which seven are
currently for sale. The revolving fund involves purchasing land, legally protecting the natural values
with a conservation covenant and, on selling the land to new ownersto be maraged for conservation.
The funds are then re-used to repeat the proces. We have also continued acively working with
private land owners for the developmert of a further 54 conservation covenarts.

In our 7 yearsof operaion, we have alread/ protected over 5828 ha of land secuing the future of 26
threakened ecsystemsand 32 threaened species

Frequently Asked Questionsabou the Tasmanian Land Conservancy.

Why was the TLC formed?

The Tasmanian Land Conservancy (TLC) was established in response to a community demand in
Tasmania for an organisation to focus on private land conservation in Tasmania.

The demands exist because:

* The Tasmanian State Government has an extremely limited budget for purchasing land for
conservation

* Other NGO’s working in this area have a national focus and are unable to deal effectively
with local issues at the community level

*  While Tasmania has large areas of reserved land, there are many plant and animal species and
ecosystems that are not adequately protected by the current reserve system

* There are continuing threats to Tasmania’s important species and ecosystems that occur on
private land including land clearance, salinity, weeds, feral animals and developments.

When was the TLC formed?

The Tasmanian Land Conservancy was formed in 2001 by a dedicated group of volunteers. During the
2001-2002 financial year the organisation gathered almost 60 members and began building a profile.
The organisation is now listed on the Commonwealth Governments list of Environmental
Organisations enabling it to receive tax-deductible donations.

What will happen to TLC reserves and properties if it ceases to exist?

In the evert that the Tagmarnian Land Conservarcy ceags operaton, all reserves are permarertly
protected by covenarts and our Constitution requiresany transferred assets are managed by a similar
not for profit organsaton alignedwith similar goals, ethics and operating principles

What are the TLC’s Objectives?

The objective of the Tasmanian Land Conservancy is to protect biodiversity in Tasmania. The main
way the organisation will approach this goal is by the purchase and management of land that contains
important Tasmanian flora and fauna.

¢ The TLC will purchase and manage private land in Tasmania in order to conserve, enhance
and protect the natural environment.

e The TLC has also established a revolving fund to purchase and resell land protected by
conservation covenants in order to conserve, enhance and protect the natural environment.

How do I make a Bequest?

To be legally valid, Wills must comply with certain legal requirements. If there is no Will, an estate
will be allocated according to the laws of the state and if there is no next of kin your estate will go to
the state government.

A bequest to the Tasmanian Land Conservancy can be made by including us in your Will. As Wills
are a legal document it is advisable to obtain the professional services of a solicitor who can assist in
the drafting of a clause.



What are the common forms of Bequests?
A residual bequest

After making provision for family and friends you can choose to leave the remainder
(residue).

A percentage

This allows for percentages of the entire estate to be granted to beneficiaries thereby
overcoming the requirement to keep the Will up to date with changes in the value of the entire
estate assets and liabilities.

Gift of property

Specific items such as works of art, stocks and shares, antiques and land can be gifted in your
Will.

A specific cash sum
This method does not take into account inflation which may reduce the net present value of
the gift over the years. This method is less favoured compared with one of the above.
Suggested wording for your Will.
An example clause for inclusion in your Will may state:
I GIVE (insert the details of the bequest here) free from all debts (secured and unsecured) and all
duties (whether federal or state) payable in respect of my estate to the Tasmanian Land Conservancy
Incorporated (Registration Number IA08282) and I DECLARE that a receipt of the Secretary or the

Treasurer for the time being of the said Tasmanian Land Conservancy Incorporated shall be a full and
sufficient discharge of this bequest to my executor(s).

Legal Information.

For the bequest to be valid, you must use our organisation’s full name i.e.: The Tasmanian Land
Conservancy Incorporated.

We are a tax-deductible charity registered in Tasmania and our Incorporation Number is TA08282. We
are listed on the Australian Government’s Register of Environmental Organisations, established under

the Income Tax Assessment Act 1997.

We would welcome the opportunity to provide more information about our work and ways in wish
individuals can assist the acquisition and protection of Tasmanian landscapes.
